Erich Kunzel was to
conduct the entire performance, but because of the toll on his body that various
cancer treatments have taken, he was limited to conducting the second half of the
show. When he came out to a standing ovation, he exclaimed “I made it”. At
the end of the show, Maestro Kunzel said he wanted to have everyone join in
and sing one of his favorite songs from Sesame Street, Sizg. It is now three
weeks later and I find myself constantly singing this song, much to the chagrin of

Anne!

Why am I singing this song? Why can’t I get it off of my mind? Perhaps it’s
because I don’t know whether or not I will ever have the opportunity to see Mr.
Kunzel perform again. I do know that I will never forget that evening. It was
truly nostalgic and you could sense it in the crowds’ reaction to his request to
sing along. Erich Kunzel has meant so much to the city of Cincinnati, to
Riverbend where he celebrated 25 years that evening, to the Cincinnati Pops and
to music in general as he has performed around the world bringing music to
people of all languages. He has been a true ambassador of this city. While he
has vowed that he will not slow down, he has cut back his schedule to some
degree. Although the assistant conductor that evening was very good, there just
isn’t another Erich Kunzel.

Mr. Kunzel is not alone in his fight against adversity. Besides the fact that “the
show must go on”, Mr. Kunzel has a determination and perseverance that
makes him continue to perform, regardless of how he feels.
